Closed footwear only No thongs, sandals or bare feet permitted whilthafiring line.

Camouflage gear is not appropriate range clothifititary personnel exempt.

Actions of all firearms will be open or holsteredall times, unless you are on the firing line dade
been given the command “LOAD”.

No one will leave the firing line until his or hierearm has been checked and cleared thoroughly.
The powers of the Range Officer afesolute Any command given by the Range Officer will beepéd.
All shooters on the range will be under the contfidthe CHIEF Range Officer at all times.

No one will move forward of the firing line, untthe Range Officer has closed the range and given
permission to go forward.

While the range is closed and people are forwattefiring line, firearms must not be handled iy a
way unless in the ‘Fumble Zone’. No ammunition pited in the Fumble Zone.

Brass may be picked up only after firearms havenlbaeked or holstered and the RO has declared the
range safe.

Ear and eye protection is strongly recommendedrarear the firing line. Including spectators / i0s$
Targets must be arranged so that all fall of shetithin the boundary fences.

If any livestock or wildlife are in the firing liner susceptible to ricochets, DO NOT shoot untih@als
are cleared.

During practice shoots, select one of the grouRasge Officer so that he/she will be responsibietie
conduct of the practice as well as signing the RaReggister/s.

Please supply your own targets for practice sheoid, take them with you when you leave.
